Fortunately, MESCO provided complete medical assistance for the new
hearing aid. With this support, she was able to return to school and
continue her education withoutinterruption.

The family is very grateful to the donors of MESCO for their timely help,
Thanks to their generosity, she can now thrive in her studies and live a
normal, fuffilling ife.

During the past quarter, the Clinic Department at Medical-Aid
Dispensaryin Mumbra, Amrut Nagar, gave primary health care to 3739
patients.

The
program actively supports families in need through monthly ration kits,

quarterly sewing machine distributions, and Ramzan kit distributions,
positivelyimpacting the lives of hundreds of beneficiaries.
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SEWING MACHINE DISTRIBUTION

Over the past three months, the sewing machine distribution program
has seen significant progress. A total of 257 beneficiaries registered for
this period, with 45 individuals selected via a transparent lottery system.
These beneficiaries then participated in trade tests and personal
interviews.
